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All Levels 
 

A.   Eligibility: Eligible athletes must: 

 
1. Be members in good standing of the YMCA they are representing for at least 90 days prior to June 25, 2008. 
2. Not have competed for another YMCA, USAG, college or other private club during the past four months. 
3. Have represented their YMCA in a formal competition during the current season (where opportunity existed). 
4. Have met the qualifying score required for their division as set forth in the rules and policies of the National Gymnastics 

Advisory Committee. 
5. Have not been disqualified for moral reasons. 
6. Have met the eligibility requirements as set forth in the YMCA Rules That Govern Competitive Sports. 

 
The Masters Division is open to any gymnast wanting to compete beyond the summer of their High School Graduation, 
and not currently competing for an NCAA-recognized college gymnastics program and meeting all other eligibility and 
qualifying requirements as laid out in this document. 

 

B.  Qualifying Information:  
 
1. Womenõs Qualifying scores required to compete: 

¶ Championship Division is 32.0 All-Around at Level 9, 10, Elite or 33.0 All-Around at Level 8. 

¶ Level 8 Division is 31.0 All-Around at Level 8 or 33.0 at Level 7. No level 9 scores will be accepted for 
qualification into this level.  This division is not for experienced Level 9 gymnasts. 

¶ Level 7 Division is 31.0 All-Around at Level 7 or 33.0 at Level 6. This division is not for experienced 
Level 8 gymnasts. 

¶ Prep-Optional Division is 31.00 All-Around at prep-Optional or 33.0 at Level 6.  This division is not for 
experienced Level 7 gymnasts. 

¶ Level 6 Division is 30.0 All-Around at Level 6 or 33.00 at Level 5. 

¶ Level 5 Division is 33.0 All-Around at Level 5 or 35.00 at Level 4. 

¶ Level 4 Division is 33.0 All-Around at Level 4 or 35.00 at Level 3. 

¶ Level 3 Division is 33.0 All-Around at Level 3 or 35.00 at Level 2. 

¶ Level 2 Division is 33.0 All-Around at Level 2. 
2. Menõs Qualifying scores required to compete: 

¶ Championship Division is 36.0 All-Around or 7.5 on an individual event (to qualify as an event specialist) 
at Level 8, 9, 10, Elite or 38.0 at Mod Opt (AAU). 

¶ Level 7 Division is 39.0 All-Around or 41.0 at Level 6.  

¶ Level 6 Division is 39.0 All-Around or 41.0 at Level 5. 

¶ Level 5 Division is 42.0 All-Around or 44.0 at Level 4. 

¶ Level 4 Division is 44.0 All-Around or 46.0 at Level 3. 

¶ Level 3 (AAU) Division is 44.0 All-Around  
3. Score must be achieved in a meet setting, judged by USAG Certified gymnastics judges per USAG rules. 
4. Qualifying scores may be achieved in any meet beginning 8/1/2007. Last yearõs National scores do not count 

as qualifying scores. 
5. Meet results must be dated and submitted as requirements for eligibility. No signatures are required.  (Any 

submitted score that has not been verified with official meet results by May 1, 2008 will result in that gymnast 
being dropped from the competition.) 

6. Individual results must be highlighted on the meet result form along with dates and level of competition. 
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C.  Entry Fees:

i. All gymnast entry fees include T-shirt, Goodie Bag, admission to all sessions and Opening 
Ceremonies. 

ii. NO REFUNDS  once entries are received and accepted by the host association. 
2. Coachesõ Fees 

¶ $60 per coach; includes shirt, admission credentials, Opening Ceremonies. NO REFUNDS. 
3. No Team Fees for 2008.  All teams with required number of gymnasts are automatically eligible for team 

awards. 
 

D.  Coachesõ Guidelines: 
 

1. Mandatory meeting for all coaches on June 25th, 2008. 
2. A coach must be present for any gymnast to compete at this meet:  Attendance will be taken. 
3. USAG Safety Certification is required for all coaches on the competition floor in all divisions.  Proof of Safety 

Certification is required with entry form.  Meet credentials must be visibly worn at all times on the competition floor.     
4. Please follow USAG Rules and Policies regarding appropriate dress.  Please dress in attire that is comfortable, 

professional and safe for spotting. 
5. It is highly recommended that teams with more than 2 levels bring additional coaching staff to avoid the risk of 

overlapping sessions.   
6. The YMCA of the USA Coaches/Parents/Gymnast Code of Conduct will apply at all times. 

 
 

E.  Equipment Sets and Touch: 
 

1. Actual warm-ups and stretching should be completed prior to the designated equipment sets and touch time on 
the stretching mats provided. 

2. Equipment sets and touch will be available for all prep-Optional and Optional Division gymnasts. 
3. Equipment sets and touch will not be available for compulsory level gymnasts. 
4. Equipment sets and touch will take place on June 25, 2008. 
5. Teams will be placed into squads, with a maximum of 15 minutes on each piece of equipment. 
6. Teams will be scheduled and schedules will be sent out prior to the meet date. 
7. No workouts will be allowed at the end of any competition. 
8. Gymnastsõ Equipment sets and touch may not be in the gym they will be competing in with the exception of 

Championship Gymnasts 
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 F.  Equipment: 
 

1. All equipment will be AAI.  No other equipment will be allowed.  Teams are NOT PERMITTED  to bring 
springboards or other equipment to this meet.  Springboards will be labeled and not moved from their designated 
events.

b. The Masters Division will be in place for those individuals competing after the summer of their Senior

c. Sessions determined by blind draw 
d. This Round determines Session Individual Event Winners and National Team Champions. 

4. All ð Around Final Competition (Round II) 
a. To be held on June 28, 2008. 
b. Top 20 (or 25 if the total competitors exceeds 240) All-Around gymnasts in each age group from the 

total competitors after Round I advance to Round II.  Ties for 20th place (or 25th place if the total 
competitors exceed 240) will advance.

will receive medals.  Male and masters competitors will receive duplicate awards based on their 
placement. 

b. Individual All-Around awards will be awarded after Round II All-Around Finals only (not each session). 
c. All-Around scores from Round I and Round II will be added to determine winners. 
d. In addition, all Round II competitors will receive a certificate in recognition of their achievement.

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Womenõs Championship Division

d. No vault restrictions ð best vault counted.  Not average. 

3. Event Finals will be judged using Competition 10 Rules (3A, 3B, 2C).  Start Value 9.7.

Registration 
will close April 1, 2008. 

2.  There will be two age groups plus masters division. 
a. Junior/Senior: determined by fifty-fifty split over the entire division, age groups remain the same 

throughout the competition. 
b. The Masters Division will be in place for those individuals competing after the summer of their 

Senior Year. 
c. Age is determined as of June 25, 2008. 

      3.   Preliminary Competition (Round I)    
       a. To be held on June 26, 2008 
       b. All entrants compete 
       c. Sessions determined by blind draw 

4.   Event Preliminaries and All-Around Finals Competition (Round II) 
a. To be held on June 27, 2008. 
b. Top 80 All-Around junior/senior gymnasts advance to Round II, as well as top 10 juniors and 

seniors, on each event if not top 80 All-Around.  Masters gymnasts and men competing in the 
womenõs competition receiving a score that ranks them in the top 80 all-around or top 20 event will 
also advance.  Junior/Senior placements will not be changed.  Session placement is by all -Around 
score. 

c.  Top 40 All-Around, all age groups combined, from Round I will compete in Round II, Session 2.  
Masters and men competing in the womenõs competition will not change junior/senior placements.   

d.  Places 41-80 All-Around as well as top 10 junior and senior and top 3 masters from individual event 
(if not in 40 All-Around) from Round I, will compete in Round II, Session 1.  Masters and men 
competing in the womenõs competition will not change junior/senior placements.   

5. Event Finals Competition (Round III) 
a. To be held on June 28, 2008 
b. Top 10 junior, top 10 senior and masters gymnasts or men competing in the womenõs    competition 

receiving a score that ranks them in the top 20 overall on each event will compete.  Junior or senior 
standing will not be changed. 

c. Masters attaining scores matching the lowest qualifying seniors scores will also qualify to event finals. 
d. Event Finalists determined by adding Round I score to Round II score. 
e. Competition 10 Rules (3A, 3B, 2C) will be in effect for this round only. 
f. The format for event finals will be: 
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1) Open warm up one hour prior to competition with a touch warm-up before each event. 
2) Draw done by top 4 and bottom 4 
3) Womenõs event finals will be combined with menõs event finals in 2007.

b. Awards for Masters Division and men competing in the womenõs competition will be based on 
USAG rules per number of All-Around masters/male competitors in Round II. 

c. All Around scores from Round I and Round II will be added to determine winners. 
d. 1st through 10th place in junior and senior age groups will be recognized as YMCA All Americans with a 

jacket and plaque.  Masters Division gymnasts are not eligible for All American status. 
e. Ties will be broken according to USAG Rules & Policies. 
f. All participants will receive a certificate of recognition in the coachesõ packet. 
g. Awards announced and presented following Event Finals on June 28, 2008. 

 
3. Individual Event Awards 

a. 1st through 10th place on each event in junior and senior age groups will be awarded medals. 
b. Awards for Masters Division and men competing in the womenõs competition will be based on 

USAG rules.  
c. Places determined by adding the average of Round I and Round II score to Round III scores.

e. Ties will be broken according to USAG Rules & Policies

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Menõs Championship Division (Levels 8-10)

2. To expose optional level gymnasts to an optional caliber championship competition. 
3. To include these gymnasts in the overall positive experience, which the National Championships can provide. 
4. To inspire gymnasts, coaches, and parents to continue in the sport of gymnastics and strive for the best they can 

be. 
5. To provide the opportunity for the furtherance of YMCA Character Development values. 

 

B.  Competition Rules:   
 

1. While Compulsory Athletes are expected to compete in the All-Around, Optional Athletes (8-10) are encouraged 
to compete in as many events as are safe.   

2. Consistent with USAG policies, Event Specialists are allowed in the Championship Division. 
3. USAG Junior Olympic Rules will be used (most current updates will be upheld as the standard for evaluation).  
4. All-Around Competition will be evaluated using USAG Level 8 Rules. 
5. Individual Event Finals will be judged using USAG Level 9 Rules.   
6. Gymnasts who are capable of SAFELY competing Level 10 vaults will  be allowed to compete them in this 

competition (i.e. ð they are level 10s or they are level 9s who train level 10 vaults through the Future Stars program). 
7. This will be a championship division if there are more than 10 registered competitors.  If less than this number is registered, this will 

be an Invitational Meet with no advancement to finals. 
8. If there are less than 80 boys registered, the host team has the option to cancel the meet. 
 

 

C.  Meet Format:  modified Traditional format. 
 
 

1. Entries will be accepted into the meet on a ôFirst Come, First Servedõ basis starting March 1, 2008.  
Registration will close April 1, 2008. 

2. There will be two age groups plus masters division, if there are more than 80 gymnasts.  
a. Juniors 
b. Seniors 
c.  The Masters Division will be in place for those individuals competing after the summer of their Senior 

Year. 
d. Age is determined as of June 25, 2008.  

3. Individual All-Around / Team Competition (Round I) 
a. To be held June 25/26/ 27/28, 2008 
b. All entrants compete 
c. Competition in Round I will determine All-Around Placement and Individual Event Qualifiers. 
d. ALL gymnasts will be judged using USAG Level 8 Rules in Round I. 
e. The top five or 10% (if 80 or more competitors are registered) of Juniors, Seniors on each apparatus will 

qualify for the Event Finals.  
f. Masters attaining scores matching the lowest qualifying seniors scores will also qualify to event finals. 

4. Individual Event Finals (Round II) will be held if more than 10 competitors are registered. 
a. To be held on June 28, 2008 
b. Top five Juniors, Seniors, or top 10% if 80 or more gymnasts are registered (from Round I) on each 

event will compete.  
c. Event Finals will be judged using USAG Level 9 rules (for this round only). 
d. The menõs event finals will be held in conjunction with the womenõs event finals.  The format will be: 

1) Open warm-up one hour prior to competition with a one-touch warm-up before each event. 
5. For the safety of the gymnasts, the meet referee and the meet director will be viewing warm-ups. 
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D.  Determining Awards: 
 

1. Team Awards: 
a. One-third of teams (if there are more than 3 teams registered) will receive a banner. 
b. Top 3 scores per event from Round I used to determine team score. 
c. Awards announced and presented following event finals on June 28, 2008. 
d. All age groups may count toward team scores. Males participating in the masters division that 

have never appeared on the roster of an NCAA team may count toward a team score. 

 
 

2. Individual All-Around Awards: 
a. One-third of competitors will be awarded trophies in the Junior and Senior age group. 
b.   One-third of competitors will be awarded in the masters division. Ties will be broken according to                               

                                  USAG rules and policies.  
b. All participants will receive a certificate of recognition in the coachesõ packet. 
c. Awards announced and presented following Event Finals on June 28, 2008.   

 
3. Individual Event Awards: 

a. 1st through 3rd place on each event in each age group will be awarded if sufficient number of competitors are 
registered for event finals. (Junior and Senior and Masters). 

b. Places will be determined by combining the scores from Round 1 and Round II.   
c. All finalists will receive a medal. 
d. Ties will be broken according to USAG Rules and Policies. 
e. Awards announced and presented following Event Finals on June 28, 2008.
